We, in turn, went back in the store and purchased food items for the 400
holiday baskets that Circle will be giving out this holiday season. Some of the items we purchased included: cereal,
yams, flour, sugar, refrigerated pie crusts, stuffing, peanut butter and jelly, chili, stew, Bisquick and much, much more!

A special thanks goes out to Tom Hamm, who is the store
director of the Dierbergs Clarkson/Clayton Center. This is the
second year we have worked with this store, and they are so
easy to work with in many ways. Although we had to be
outside the main entrances of the stores this year, we were
blessed with decent November weather, except for a few
sleet balls we heard hit the cars in the parking lot. But, the
hot cocoa and bakery items kept us warm, fueled and
motivated.
