Work a project (per shift)  15 points  

Attend a meeting  10 points  

Attend a State of National meeting  10 points  

Attend 3 training sessions at a State or National meeting including a competition (speak 

up, write up, first timers, etc.)  

10 points  

Attend a Board meeting  5 points  

Go on a chapter visitation  5 points  

Work a Santa visit (each visit, no limit)  5 points  

Bring a prospective to a function  5 points  

Attend a social function  5 points  

 

As I said earlier, the more points you earn, the more you can receive.  

· 175 points = paid registration for a Regional or State meeting
